When ordering spare parts there is the delivery 
address stated in the Form H/HR. In the case of 
road transport the mentioned address can be 
kept. In the case of transport by rail it is 
necessary to indicate the station code in the 
wagon note, which according to the delivery 
address mentioned in the Form H/HR can not be 
determined. 
E.g. By sending spare parts to the big cities such 
as Mannheim, which includes approx. 20 railway 
stations, there can be the case that a spare part 
is sent to the wrong railway station.
